The children wear school uniform of navy and grey with 

embroidered school sweatshirts. 

The details are as follows: 
 White shirts or blouses 

 Grey or dark trousers, skirt or pinafore dress 

 Navy sweatshirt, jumper or cardigan  

 White or grey socks 

 Black shoes or sandals (not trainers or flip flops) 

 Hair bands can be worn – navy or navy/white please – not head-scarves or elaborate hair ties 

(e.g. large flowers!)

 School baseball cap 

 Trainers (black, blue or white)  

 Something to tie hair back (if below shoulders or in face) 

 Black or Navy tracksuit bottoms/joggers   

 Black or navy tracksuit top/sweatshirt or school hoodie  

 PE bag – drawstring  

 Swimming kit must include swimming hat 
     

Please make sure your child has their PE kit in school for the appropriate days. It may be 

sensible to have it in school all week just in case the weather is great and the teachers decide to 

take them out for an additional session or the timetable has to be changed for some reason. 

All PE items are necessary each week (except swimming – see diary).  

Children will not be able to do PE if they do not have the appropriate kit.

Jewellery and Make up: 

Jewellery should not be worn to school. Children may wear a watch and plain stud earrings 

– however they must remove them or cover with plasters for PE (for health 

and safety) Children will need to bring their own plasters. They will be asked 

to remove any other items to take home at the end of the day.  

Make-up can only be worn if it is a special fancy dress day (e.g. Book week 

come dressed as a character), this includes nail varnish. Children should not 

wear nail varnish to school at any other time.
